About the Project

ISET-PI is collaborating with CARE International in the Caucasus and the Regional Development Association (RDA) on the Cooperation for Rural Prosperity in Georgia Project,
which is being implemented in the framework of the European Union’s European Neighborhood Program for Agriculture and Rural Development (ENPARD Georgia).

This survey relies on the following working definitions for different types of farmers’ groups: Members of an agricultural cooperative (defined by the Law of Georgia on
Agricultural Cooperatives as a “legal entity organized under private law and legally established as a cooperative according to the Law of Georgia on Entrepreneurs, which carries
out agricultural activity and which has been given the status of an agricultural cooperative under this Law”) may be involved in “all kinds of farming activity on agricultural land
or land-related property, and other related services that includes the production, processing, packing, packaging, storage, transportation, and marketing of plant and animal
(including poultry, fish, silkworm, bees, etc.) products.” Members of an informal farmers’ business/farmer group may also be involved in agricultural activity but only in an
informal manner without registration or recognition under the Law of Georgia on Agricultural Cooperatives. Members of a farmers’ business may also be involved in agricultural
activity but this legally registered business is not a cooperative.
